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Dwellings of the Barabinsk Tatars based on materials from academic expeditions of
the 18th century

Abstract

The Barabinsk forest-steppe remains an archaeologically insufficiently studied territory of Sibe-
ria. The beginning of this process was laid in the XVIII century. The Academy of Sciences organized
several expeditions, the purpose of which was to explore the eastern regions of the Russian Empire
in a broad thematic aspect. In addition to natural science tasks, participants of scientific trips had
to collect information about ancient and traditional cultures of peoples inhabiting the remote out-
skirts of the state. One of the elements of the traditional economy is housing. The presented work
examines the information collected by the head of the very first research expedition, D.G. Messer-
schmidt, and a member of the Physical Expedition of the Russian Academy of Sciences, 1.G. Georgi,
about the dwellings of the Barabinsk Tatars. The materials are analyzed from modern scientific
positions and demonstrate the significance of the collected data as a historical source.
