контроля и промежуточной аттестации.  
Целью текущего контроля (ТК) и промежуточной аттестации (ПА) является 

контроль освоения запланированных по учебному предмету знаний и умений, 
направленных формирование у обучающихся личностных, предметных и метапредметных 
результатов в соответствии с рабочей программой предмета. 

Настоящий ФОС по учебному предмету «Иностранный язык» является 
неотъемлемым приложением к рабочей программе предмету «Иностранный язык» (РПД). 
На данный ФОС распространяются все реквизиты утверждения, представленные в РПД по 
данному предмету. 
 

2. КОМПЛЕКТ ОЦЕНОЧНЫХ МАТЕРИАЛОВ ДЛЯ ТЕКУЩЕГО 
КОНТРОЛЯ 
 

1. Входной контроль. 
«Входной контроль» проводится в начале учебного года.  
Задачи проведения диагностической работы: 
– определить уровень усвоения содержания образования по учебному предмету 

«Иностранный язык»; 
– предоставить подросткам возможность самореализации в учебной деятельности; 
– определить пути совершенствования преподавания курса «Иностранный язык» на 

уровне среднего профессионального образования. 
Входной контроль по иностранному языку. В качестве входного контроля по 

иностранному языку используют комплексный диагностический тест. Тестирование 
позволяет выделить наиболее сложные для освоения темы – как для отдельного 
учащегося, так и для группы в целом. В тесте 2 части: в первой части (грамматика) 80 
заданий, во второй части (словарный запас) 40 заданий. В обеих частях задания 
расположены в порядке возрастания сложности. В каждом задании необходимо выбрать 
ответ, и проверить свои ответы по ключам, которые в конце теста. 

 После проверки и обсуждения результатов преподаватель может в дальнейшем 
уделить большее внимание тем вопросам, которые вызвали наибольшие затруднения у 
группы; учащиеся, в свою очередь, могут оценить уровень собственных знаний. 

 
В форме теста. 
Тест предназначен для определения уровня владения английским языком. В тесте 2 

части: в первой части (грамматика) 80 заданий, во второй части (словарный запас) 40 
заданий. В обеих частях задания расположены в порядке возрастания сложности. В 
каждом задании нужно выбрать правильный ответ. Каждый правильный ответ равен 
одному баллу. Сумма баллов определяет примерный уровень владения языком по 
таблице: 

 
- менее 30 баллов – Elementary    Понимать известные слова и очень простые 

предложения, если говорят отчетливо и медленно. Понимать отдельные известные слова и 
очень простые предложения, напр. на вывесках, плакатах и в каталогах. Говорить 
простыми предложениями, на простом уровне выражать свои мысли. Написать короткую 
почтовую открытку или поздравление и т. д. 

 
-31 – 60 баллов -  Pre-Intermediate    Понимать очень простую информацию. 

Понимать самое главное в кратких, ясных и простых сообщениях. В простых текстах 
(проспектах, меню, расписании движения транспорта) находить нужную информацию и 



 
 

понимать письма личной переписки. Выражать свои мысли в простых ситуациях. При 
помощи нескольких предложений описать вашу личную и профессиональную жизнь. 
Писать простые короткие заметки или сообщения. Написать простое письмо личной 
переписки. 

 
- 61 – 90 баллов – Intermediate      Понимать главную информацию, если речь идет о 

работе, школе, свободном времяпровождении. Понимать передачи, если говорят 
отчетливо. Понимать тексты бытовой и профессиональной сферы. Понимать письма, в 
которых речь идет о событиях и желаниях. Участвовать в разговорах о семье, хобби, 
работе, путешествиях или актуальных событиях. Писать простые тексты об известных 
событиях. В личной переписке сообщать о своих впечатлениях, переживаниях. 

 
- более 90 баллов - Upper Intermediate    Следить за ходом мыслей в длинных речах 

и докладах, понимать программы новостей, репортажи и художественные фильмы. Читать 
статьи и сообщения и понимать позицию автора. Понимать современные литературные 
произведения. Выражать свои мысли и участвовать в разговорах и дискуссиях с 
носителями языка. В сообщениях передавать информацию и формулировать аргументы.

*Не сдавать экзамен (получить «автомат») имеют право обучающиеся, 

выполнившие программу по учебному предмету «Иностранный язык» в полном объеме и 
в установленные сроки, имеющие среднее арифметическую всех оценок не менее 4,7. 

Предметом оценки на экзамене являются умения и знания. Контроль и оценка 
осуществляются с использованием следующих форм и методов: Итоговое тестирование 
в электронной образовательной среде «ЭИОС НГУАДИ».  

При оценивании используется 5-балльная система.
